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Assembly Steps

Step 1

Position the chair on its back,as shown.
Unzip to open pouch and remove the 4 wooden legs, close the pouch.
CAUTION: The Chair is large and heavy, always have a second adult to assist you

when moving and lifting it.

Insert the threaded
Stem into the
threaded mounting
position

Step 2

Legz:Bevelled plane
inclined forward

Install the first Front Leg(B) into the bottom of the Chair Base(A) by placing one
Washer Ring(1) onto the threaded stem.

Insert the threaded stem of Front Leg(B) into the front mounting position of Chair
Base(A) then tighten by turning the leg clockwise until the leg is completely secure.
Repeat this process with the remaining three legs.

Note: The Hind Legs(C) should have the bevelled plane inclined forward.
